The Programme

Our 3 year programme is taught solely at North Glasgow College. Students will study our
2 year Foundation Degree in Art & Design leading to BA (Honours) Degree in the third year.

Year 1 Foundation Degree SCQF Level 7 Course Fee:
(Higher National Certificate) £5000

Year 2 Foundation Degree SCQF Level 8 Course Fee:
(Higher National Diploma) £5000

Year 3 BA (Honours) Degree in SCQF Level 10 Course Fee:
Visual Arts £7500

The one year programme commences at the end of August each year and operates an
academic year finishing in June, the following year. FREE English language support and
guidance is offered throughout the course programme.

Entry Requirements

Students are required to have Level 6.5 I[ELTS
or equivalent prior to course commencement
and evidence of their own art portfolio.

Students with an IELTS of Level 6.0 can
also apply but would be required to attend
a pre-sessional course in ESOL (English for
Speakers of other Languages) combined
with art & design skills from January — June
prior to commencing their main programme
in August.

Cost

We offer you a world class education to
honours degree level at a fraction of the cost
compared with universities. The cost of the
programme can be paid in instalments and
on successful completion of the BA Honours
degree course; students will be eligible for a
£500 higher education scholarship.
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Progression

Students who already possess a Foundation
Degree/Degree in Art & Design or related
areas (or equivalent in their own country) can
apply for direct entry into the BA Honours
degree course at North Glasgow College.
