To accept your Offer of Enrolment, you need to complete the Acceptance Form (page 2 of your Offer of Enrolment) and then return 
it to the address stated on your Offer of Enrolment, with details for fee payment to confi rm your place: The fee you need to pay to 
accept your offer of a place is outlined in your Offer of Enrolment. You will then be sent a Confi rmation of Enrolment for Overseas 
Students (CoE) form, which will enable you to apply for a student visa to enter Australia.

Step 2. Apply for University accommodation or temporary accommodation 

Step 3. Book Flights 
Ensure that you have booked a fl ight into the correct Tasmanian city and that you are arriving in time for the commencement 
of orientation.

Step 4. Fill out Arrival Form and send to the University 

Step 5. Personal Belongings Insurance 
We recommend that you take out personal belongings insurance before you leave home, as this can be diffi cult and/or 
expensive to take out in Australia.

Step 6. What to bring with you

 • Original or certifi ed documents if requested in your Offer of Enrolment 
 • Current passport containing valid student visa 
 • Other offi cial identifi cation (ie. drivers licence, I.D Card) 
 •  Any medical records (particularly of immunisations), and personal medications with supporting documentation  

(i.e. doctors’ prescription). Please refer to the Australian Government Therapeutic Goods Administration website 
listed at the end of this guide for more information about bringing medications into Australia.

 • Australian currency for when you fi rst arrive 
 • Spare spectacles or contact lenses 
 • This Welcome Guide, containing emergency contact numbers and maps 
 • A reference if you plan to look for private rental accommodation 
 •  Basic household items: Most accommodation, except homestay, will not include cooking utensils, sheets,  

blankets, etc. Second hand household items are available quite cheaply, however some students may wish to 
bring some of their own basic items.

 •  Course specifi c equipment, ie working tools, art supplies. Please refer to the Australian Custom Services website  
listed at the end of this guide for more information about bringing equipment and tools into Australia.

 •   Bachelor of Nursing Students - you are advised to obtain a National Criminal History Record Certifi cate   
(Police check) prior to departing your home country and also seek a record of proof of immunisation.
